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This graph represents the amount of influenza-like illness (ILI)* reported to Berrien County Health Department from schools. This figure is intended to compare the amount of ILI seen this season relative to the amounts seen in the previous two seasons. With the exception of the spike in activity seen in late October, influenza activity was lower than what was seen in the previous two seasons. The peak in activity usually seen in February and March was significantly lower in the 2009-10 influenza season. Please note: the amount of influenza and ILI present in the community is not indicative of the severity of illness. 
*Influenza-like illness (ILI) refers to illnesses that have the same symptoms as influenza but were not tested to determine if the person was infected with the influenza virus. ILI tends to be a better measure of influenza activity as most individuals do not get sick enough to warrant testing.
